Weôve reared a variety of birds in the last 10 years including chickens, ducks, geese, guinea fowl and 

even pea fowl  - so we have a good deal of experience of what works and what doesnôt.  The key is 

versatility ï housing which can accommodate a variety of species, and flexibility in the size and 

location of pens.  

 

Huts, boxes, coops and more... 

 
This general-purpose house (right) is used for rearing 

ducklings, goslings and chicks.  Removable perches can 

be slotted in for roosting birds.  We use a simple 

removable ramp for the ducklings rather than hinging 

the door at the bottom as itôs easier to keep clean.  The 

lid simply lifts off (remove the four wooden pegs and lift 

by the rope handles) for cleaning.  The house is 

constructed from weather-treated plywood ï not as 

pretty as shiplap boarding but it is easy to clean and 

offers fewer hiding places for mite and other pests.   

The roofing felt can easily be replaced  when it 

weathers.  

The dimensions of this example are 4ô x 2ô by 2ô6ò to 

the ridge (LxWxH) or 120 x 65 x 80 in new money.

This larger hut (left) is ideal for housing 15-20 

chickens.  Built over five years ago, I recently modified 

it by adding the pophole for use with a low-level run.  

The roof was recently re-felted, but the house itself is 

almost as good as new.  The door is large enough to 

give good access for cleaning, but the whole shed can 

easily be dismantled into a series of flat-pack 

components either for moving or disinfection.  The 

floor is designed so there are no corners or edges for 

rats to chew (and they havenôt), but is reinforced with 

wire mesh as a safety measure. 

The hut measures 4ô x 4ô by 4ô6ò (L xW x H) or 120 x
